They were suddenly jumped by another
enemy formation and Dean said “There must be thirty of them!” To which McConrell replied “Yedh, and we've got them al to
ourselves!” Their return to the base that day was essential y afifty-mil e gli de because they were so low onfuel. Dean recdled how Joe
died test flying an F-86H at the age of 28. The Alan Ladd story was pricdesd This incident took placeduring the filming of the Joe
McConrell Story. Alan Ladd,aongwith June Allysonwhowas also in this picture, were known to be difficult towork with. Apparently
Dean was caught sitting in Alan Ladd' s gedad chair by Alan himself and started reading Dean the riot ad over thisinfradion. Dean
would have nore of this, and pcked upAlan Ladd-whowas a pretty littl e guy anyway--by his collar and pnned him up against the wall
andtold hmto mind his manners. Dean couldn’t buy a drink during the rest of the filming, for al the aew was  grateful for putting
thelittle aeg in hisplacé Dean spoke alittl e éou this sons who followed him into the Air Force, and heis obviously a very proud
father aswell. It was awonderful evening.
