Anybody want to sell Dave an airplane? 
 

During his 38 years as a pilot, 
longtime Chapter 292 member Dave 
Ruddiman has owned about 24 airplanes. 
But several recent purchase deals didnôt 
work well. Recently, he tried to buy a 
Piper J-3 Cub. But the pilot delivering the 
Cub ran out of gas near Redding, 
California, and landed on a street without 
injury but mashing up the Cub pretty well.  
 Two weeks later, Dave had 
decided to buy a Stinson 108, and he was 
with the pilot/owner in gusty conditions. 
Trying to land, the owner hit hard, 
bounced into the air, firewalled the 
engine, stalled at 20 feet, and nosed into 
the dirt at full power, taking out a runway 
light and a marker in the process. They 
crunched to a stop with the Stinsonôs nose 
on the ground and fuel running out of a 
wing tank vent. Same result: no serious 
injury but a really messed-up airplane.  
 So hereôs a cautionary note: If 
youôre thinking of selling Dave an 
airplane, you might want to lower the price a bit and let him 
fly the thing home himself.  
 Daveôs introduction to lightplane flying was more 
successfulða $5 Cessna 150 introductory ride (itôs been a 
while) when he was about 19. His parent let him take lessons, 
and he borrowed the $800 needed to get a private license in a 
C-150 with Salem Aviation. In 1980 he began buying 
airplanes: ñfour or five Cessna 150s and maybe three 172s,ò 
he said. Heôs also owned a Cub, a Challenger ultralight, a 

RANS S-14, and a Hurricane. He 
finished the wing on the S-14 and 
worked on a Fly Baby but sold the 
projects before flying them. There was 
also an RV-9 project that he sold before 
finishing it. Recently he sold his Zenith 
CH-801 project because he ran out of 
time to finish it. 
 Earlier adventures included 
setting his shop on fire while building a 
Loehle 5151, an all-wood geodesic 
structure Mustang lookalike that was 
originally intended to be an ultralight. 
Dave was about five years into 
construction and nearly finished when 
the accident happened.  
 Dave owns Pacific Painting, and 
he has painted the chapter hangar and 
many of the airpark residences. His crew 
of five or six covers (no pun meant) a 
considerable radius from Salem including 
parts of the Oregon coast and sometimes 
Portland.  ñPainting is all Iôve ever 

done,ò he said.  
He notes that Chapter 292 has come a long way since 

he joined. Like many other chapter members, he learned fabric 
covering here.    

Daveôs newest airplane acquisition (if the owner 
actually arrives) is a homebuilt Acey Ducey. Itôs an open-
cockpit, parasol-wing tandem two-seater. Once again, heôs 
looking forward to his favorite type of flying: low and slow
